Winery Notes: The estate of Collalbrigo is located on the first hill outside of Conegliano. The 
beautiful sloping landscape has been treasured by noble Venetian families for centuries as the 
perfect environment for a winery. Accomplished winemaker Francesco Cosulich’s esteemed range 
is exemplified by one of the best Prosecco’s in the area. 

Tasting Notes: This cheerful sparkler is a yellow straw color with fine bubbles, luscious fruit and 
floral aromas, and is beautifully balanced with peach, pear and honeysuckle flavors. 

Food Pairings: Perfect for mimosas, Aperol spritzes, or by itself.

International Wine Report: “The Collalbrigo Prosecco Brut opens to fresh aromas and flavors of green 
apple, melon and citrus zest that all take shape in the glass. On the palate this is clean and fresh with a 
wonderful mouthfeel that is backed by delicious orchard fruit and sweet lemon flavors that continue on
through the clean finish.”
