Bolgheri Rosso DOC 2023

Grapes: 50% Cabernet Sauvignon, 30% Merlot, 10% Cabernet Franc, 5% Petit 
Verdot and 5% Malbec

Tasting Notes: Intense ruby red in color. Very fruity with notes of cherry, 
blackcurrants and discreet underlying spices. Great freshness and harmony. A 
classic, elegant red with round and silky tannins that results in a pleasant and 
long-lasting finish.

James Suckling: ”Blueberries, boysenberries, mocha and dried herbs on the nose. It’s 
full-bodied, rich and juicy, yet balanced, showing good freshness to the ripe and 
chocolatey berry fruit. Drink or hold.”

Decanter: “Menthol-infused dark forest berries and damp soil offer an appealing and 
complex fragrance, while in the mouth this is succulent, sapid and tightly coiled. It needs 
a bit more time in bottle but will prove to be a pretty and very drinkable Rosso. Floral 
notes overlay precise dark fruits, with a streak of salinity. Cabernet Sauvignon, Merlot, 
Cabernet Franc and Petit Verdot.”
